AT RISK!

Cheating is defined as
an act of lying, deception,
trickery or imposition.
Cheating is said to be an
unfair advantage, usually in
the student’s interest and at
the expense of others. It is
the breaking of the rules and
a violation of academic in-
tegrity.

The student
will have "this will never
work" look on your face, or
a similar look that could be
used as a prerequisite to
taking one's hat off. The
concealed notes are inside
the hat where the fore-
head sits.

Rubber Band
Method:This is best for
formulas. Best used in
radiologic physics and
radiologic science class.
This takes a wide rubber
band which is stretched
out really wide and placed
in a book to keep it from
getting small again. The
student will write their
notes/cheats on the
stretched out rubber with a
black ballpoint pen. If the
rubber band returns to its
original size the notes will
just look like black boxes,
not cheats. The rubber
band will be worn as a
bracelet and when the
answers are needed, the
student will just stretch the
rubber band out.

Band-Aid: This usually
works with small notes.
The biggest Band-Aids are
best to use! The student
will write some notes on
the cloth-like part of the
band-aid. Red (blood),
brown (dried blood), or
yellow/green (pus) works
best, but you could really
use any color. The band
aid is usually placed on
the elbow or knee. The
student will then scratch

the Band-Aid as if it itches
and look at the answers.

Water Bottle
Cheat:This is one |
bet you never thought
of. The student will
get a water bottle and
very carefully remove the
label/wrapper that wraps
around the middle of the
bottle. Then write the
cheat-sheet/notes on the
back of the label (the
white part that sticks to
the bottle) or they will at-
tach the label to a sheet
of thin paper with a glue
stick or tape. If the stu-
dent looks through the
bottle at just the right an-
gle they will be able to
read their notes through
the clear water within.

Body Parts Cheat:
This is really some-
thing else! The stu-
dent will get a pen
(red works best as it
blends best with skin
tone) and the student will
write little tiny notes on
any area of skin on their
body. While students
have been using the
hands for decades, this is
no longer the first choice
(as instructors are also
“on to it”). Students have
used ankles instead, so
they can cross their legs
when they want to look —
and lower the leg when
teachers walk by.

The student can also write
with blue ink on the veins of
their wrists and forearms as
from a distance it doesn’t
look like writing, just promi-
nent veins!

done to ensure honesty in
the classroom. Some edu-
cators prefer to sit at the
back of the room and watch
the students during a test.
Another method used is
multiple versions of a test.
Three to four versions work
best and make it very diffi-
cult for a student to

cheat .Short answers or
essays ranging from a few
paragraphs to two pages
can help stop the act of
cheating.

Making sure all cell
phones are turned off, all
book bags and pocket-
books are placed under the
desk and using the bath-
room before a test starts is
a great strategy to discour-
age cheating. Another task
an instructor could do to
avoid cheating is get to the
class before the test begins

Legal issues must be considered before you approach the student.

Taking the time to check for cheating on all assignments early in a course shows students that you care
about academic values. Detection can be emotionally and academically messy, as some schools discover
when they use www.Turnitin.com and other online plagiarism-detection services.

The students must understand that the more serious infractions, such as fabricating parts or all of an
assignment, could mean failing the course or expulsion from the program. Students realize that academic
values and integrity, such as truth, are worth fighting for. If values are learned early this builds a strong foun-
dation for a well rounded radiographer.

Every institution should have a policy that addresses academic integrity and what the disciplinary ac-
tions are for cheating. The policy should be clear and a due process should be clearly explained in the policy
book. The thing to keep in mind is consistency when making a decision. Students always are watching to
see what the instructor will do. Doing nothing sends the wrong message and the attitude and morale of the
class will be bad.

Cheating sends the wrong message and defines the character of the student. After all, aren’t we edu-
cating our students to me morally sound in their health care profession? If a student violates academic in-
tegrity how will they make decisions and act with patients in the clinical forum?

In closing, educators must do what is right and give our students the tools for success. Standards of
practice and ethics are taught in professional practice in hope that the students will listen and use them as
an example to be a successful. Educators must keep their eyes open, have a policy in place and be consis-
tent when it comes to disciplining a student who cheats.
